Operations Update

Total call volume was down in April, which is consistent with other public safety agencies. Stay
at home orders in effect for the month of April meant less people traveling and business and
school closures.

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The above chart reflects unique incidents by station, not total number of unit responses. For
example for a motor vehicle accident (MVA), more than one TFD unit will respond to the call,
which is tracked as one unique incident for the primary responding unit.
